CELLION Summer School, August 29, 2006. 
Dear friends,

We are arranging a Summer School within the CELLION project to be held on the island Hven, in the narrow sound between Denmark and Sweden. Hopefully at that time the sea is warm and the sun up from early morning.
In addition, lectures will be given on a number of topics that are relevant to us: 

· The Cell – basic facts of cells, function, cell cycles,.. (this is much open to your own requests, and the level can be adjusted to your wishes and pre-knowledge).

· Basic on Radiation Physics

· Treatment using proton therapy
· Oncology – radiation treatment

· Effects of non-ionizing radiation e.g. mobile phones, magnetic fields,. (not confirmed yet).

· Suggestions from you? 

Accommodation will be at Backafallsbyn http://www.backafallsbyn.se/eng/index.php in small separate houses (hotel standard) and the lectures will be at the conference center. The tentative schedule is as follows:
Monday 28 – Arrival during the day – Dinner at 19:00

Tuesday 29 – Breakfast at 8:00/ Lectures/Lunch/Lectures/Dinner. Coffee breaks included.

Wednesday 30 – Breakfast/ transport to Lund for the CELLION workshops/ meetings.

How to travel?
With air to Copenhagen airport Kastrup, then just buy a ticket and take the elevator downstairs to the trains that will take you directly to Sweden (Malmö). Here you probably need to change train towards Landskrona. Short bus trip in the city of Landskrona to the harbour, and finally boat to Hven (also spelled Ven). A typical transport time from the airport to the city of Landskrona is about one hour.

CELLION meeting and workshops

Wednesday 30 – Friday 1/9, having Saturday morning as a spare time. On the agenda will be hands-on workshops, visit to the Lund facility, presentations/reports from the different groups, and general discussion of the CELLION project. The details will be distributed later after discussions with the coordinator and also after receiving input from you. 
At the time of this meeting, University teaching has started with all students back to town, and this will be noted on the vivid life in the city. In connection to the meeting (after), many of you might like to use part of the weekend to go to Copenhagen, or do some other sightseeing. Travelling using public communications is easy in the region.
Visit to the Deep level laboratory for nuclear waste!

North of the city Oskarshamn on the east coast of Sweden, there is a unique laboratory investigating technologies to store nuclear waste underground in the bedrock (500 m below sea level). For those interested we will arrange an excursion to the facility – approximately 4 hours with bus starting Sunday afternoon/ evening from Lund. Accommodation will be at the facility, visits during Monday and return to Lund by the evening. Some facts about the facility can be found on http://www.skb.se/templates/SKBPage____8735.aspx . The deep tunnel is used for international research not only on the stability of the rock, storing technologies, but also water transport mechanisms, biological life in the rock (!?), etc. The stay should include  lecture(s) about the research going on and a guided tour down in the tunnel as well as visits to some of the other facilities around. There will be a fee for the bus transport, however, according to my information, accommodation will be on the SKB company.
For those of you who wish to travel around in Sweden after the CELLION meeting, the visit to Oskarshamn could be a good starting point. On the way back to Lund we will pass the city of Kalmar, which is the entry to the island Öland. There are also good train connections from Kalmar.

For our coming planning we will need your replies on a few questions:

· Would you like to take part in the summer school on Hven?

· Do you want to single/ double room during those two nights?

· Are you coming to the CELLION meeting in Lund?

· Do you have suggestions for the hands-on workshop topics in Lund? Already planned is an exercise related to pulse electronics, and an exercise at the Biomedical Centre in Lund.

· Do you wish to participate in the excursion to Oskarskhamn?
